20 Course Description:

Ce cours s’adresse aux étudiants de niveau A2 selon le Cadre européen commun de référence pour les
langues (CECRL). 1l vise a améliorer leurs compétences en compréhension orale et écrite en frangais.
A travers une nouvelle méthode, Défi 2, qui utilise plusieurs supports authentiques simples tels que
des chansons, des vidéos, des articles de presse, des extraits de magazines, des contes et des bandes
dessinées, les étudiants développeront des stratégies efficaces de compréhension orale et écrite. 1ls
apprendront également a extraire les informations essentielles et a prendre des notes tout en ameliorant
leur compréhension globale des documents. Le cours mettra 1’accent sur 1’enrichissement du
vocabulaire quotidien, des expressions courantes, ainsi que sur le perfectionnement de la prononciation
et des compétences en communication écrite et orale. Enfin, les étudiants seront encouragés a réfléchir
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de maniére critique sur les contenus étudiés et & acquérir des connaissances interculturelles liées a la
langue francaise.

This course is aimed at students at the A2 level according to the Common European Framework of
Reference for Languages (CEFR). It aims to improve their listening and reading comprehension skills
in French. Through a new method, Défi 2, which includes several simple authentic materials such as
songs, videos, news articles, magazine excerpts, stories, and comics, students will develop effective
listening and reading comprehension strategies. They will also learn to extract essential information
and take notes while improving their overall understanding of the materials. The course will focus on
enriching everyday vocabulary, common expressions, as well as improving pronunciation and written
and spoken communication skills. Finally, students will be encouraged to think critically about the
content studied and acquire intercultural knowledge related to the French language.
