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20 Course Description:

English

The course introduces students to the German Linguistics and the Linguists. Beside the theory central
aspects of language and communication will be conveyed. The course will start with phonetics
and phonology. The next step will be morphology, which means different kinds of creating new words
and the importance of it for the development of the language. Before starting with semantics, i.e.
contents and meanings of words, sentences and texts, syntax (i.e. structures of sentences) as well will
be explained. The course ends with dealing with historical and international aspects of the language.
