This course discusses the development of the English language and the earliest historical records
through to the present day. It also offers students with the general principals of historical linguistics
research as they apply to change in English phonology, morphology, syntax and semantics. It will
provide a broad overview of the development of both standard and non-standard varieties of English
from Old English to Middle English. Attention in this course will be focused on the external factors in
the development of English, British English in early modern times, late modern English, phonological
change in English, the history of English words, syntactic change in English, morphosyntactic change
in English, and semantic and morphological change in English.
