The participants should intensively tackle with Russian in the Field of Tourism. At the beginning of
the course, students listen to descriptions of different kinds of journeys. Advantages and
disadvantages of different ways of travelling are discussed. Reading and discussing prospects, the
learners collect information on sights and monuments in Jordan. Students are then asked to give short
presentations of these sights and monuments. The special vocabulary necessary to describe
archaeological places should be acquired.
