20 Course Description: 
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This course introduces students to basic concepts in morphology and discusses the major 

mechanisms involved in word formation: affixation, borrowing, compounding, etc. It also reviews 

lexical notions, including collocations and multi-word units, as well as sense relations, semantic 

change, and dictionary typology. 

 

Our course will be using a Flipped Classroom design, which means that you will be responsible for 

doing our class readings and watching any assigned videos BEFORE the class so that we can use our 

class time for practical tasks and thoughtful discussions. The assigned readings and videos will be 

shared online using the University of Jordan’s E-Learning platform.

8. Analyze critically English and Arabic languages in terms of various linguistic levels in 

different types of discourse and across different social contexts.  

9. Use information and communication technology to access databases and international 

information to develop knowledge, skills, and to generate new knowledge in applied English 

field.
