This course will cover the following topics in children's literature: its origins and development; some
major works, writers, and illustrators; the distinctive genres and their characteristics; nature and
function of illustrations; and social issues addressed in children's literature today.

7. Show respect of cultural diversity, ethics, and professional behavior through interacting with and
demonstrating appreciation of different literary works from a variety of cultures.

8. Utilize key concepts and theories in literary criticism to generate original analysis of texts.

9. Utilize scientific research methodologies, higher order thinking skills, critical thinking, and creativity
in analyzing and observing issues related to the knowledge and skills of the English language and
literature.

10. Use information and communication technology to access databases and international information to
develop knowledge, skills, and to generate new knowledge in English literary and linguistic texts.
